SCHOLARSHIPS

Since the early 2000’s, our Alumni Association has given $10,000 in scholarships to deserving undergraduate Delta Sigs at Epsilon Rho.

100% of these funds were donated by thoughtful alums that recognize that a better program attracts better men, and that this is a wonderful opportunity to pay-their-debt.
In April 2012, W’74 Alumni Association President Ray “Mumbles” Calande, on behalf of Assn. members, presented two $1,000 scholarships.

“Joel’s Scholarship”
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On September 1st and 2nd,  2010, the Fraternity bid farewell to Brother Mole, a member of “New House”, S’72, the first pledge class at 244 California.  Joel was an architect, artist, and author, and an original and irreverent character and RF-master.  He had fallen into a coma August 5th from complications of diabetes and passed away, at age 58, on August 25th.

Two days prior to entering the coma, Joel made a last request of his brothers.  He asked us to establish a small scholarship in his name.  I quote:  for a 
“Yitbos who displays the true qualities of Brotherhood.  They wouldn't have to be the best students or the best athletes, just someone who kept the real meaning of the House alive.”

In recognition of his work for DSP, and the benefit it would bring to the chapter’s program, in 2011 the Alumni Association established “Joel’s Scholarship”.  

Our scholarships are not endowed - we are completely dependent on annual alumni donations to fund them.
